Reform, Pharmacy Practice & Education, and Reseagch
Development (R&D).

Deliberations & Recommendations

The Summit deliberated extensively on the PharntaduQuality
and Manufacturing Capabilities and proffered thelofeing
recommendations:

Improvement of the infrastructure and enabling
environment to enhance the growth of the industry.

Positive and encouraging government policies.

Overhauling the laws regulating the industry to camage
local manufacturing.

Improving the pool of qualified personnel.

Provision of low-cost funds.

On the Clinical Trial Capability, the Summit recommals:

Provision of appropriate and reliable laboratomilites.
Putting in place policies that will discourage cmtion and
fraud in clinical trials.

Improving the legal environment for intellectuabperty and
regulation to encourage sponsors to conduct elirsitidies.

The Summit deliberated on Regulatory Affairs andoremended
the following:

Regulation should be viewed as a collaborativerelfetween
the regulated and the regulators to move the ingésrward.
Effecting changes in the legal/court processes fegulation
and enforcement.



Putting in place a sustained training programmedgulatory
personnel.

Harmonisation among regulatory agencies to avoid
duplication and overlap of functions.
